From last time this item has been asked in the form of an
answer to students’ comments. If students are asked to
respond to a questionnaire, there is also an obligation on
the part of the instructor to respond to them. If there is a
comment where a student has misinterpreted the
purpose of the class, the teacher also has an opportunity
to explain the issue. This is a measure that will give
instructors the chance to provide feedback on the
guestionnaire results, such as the usefulness of having a
guestionnaire. We still see responses by instructors
meant for the committee, but we believe that responses
by instructors for the students, whether indirect or
direct, have increased.

In addition to the “free description” section by the
students, the committee looks at “how to improve
classes” submitted by the teachers, and strives to gather
opinions for class improvement.

We would like to make some remarks on the issues, etc.
that can be identified from these opinions.

There are many similar things that the students write as

"good points", "points for improvement" and what the
teachers are saying in "how to improve classes". It
repeatedly has been pointed out that the scope of the FD
activity seems to have limitations.

First of all, as for the “good points”, it is understood from
the students' comments that there have been many
attempts and efforts for improvement in many classes.
They are clearly seen in a variety of ways, such as in
creating interactive materials and student participation-
type classes, but also in better clarifying the purpose and
method of classes through enhanced syllabi. These

students. On the other hand, although there are a small
number of points that need improvement, comments
show that there is some dissatisfaction with the teaching
materials that contain violence and sexual matters and
with teachers' attitude toward the students. | think these
are problems that can be solved with a little
consideration. In particular, please carefully consider the
teaching materials presented in the class, such as by
explaining that they are being treated academically, and
by making them notified in advance. In addition, many of
the students who were recently asked about “points for
improvement” are requesting limiting personal
communication among the students, and strengthening
attendance management, and understanding of the
diversity in academic ability and learning motivation.
These problems are ones that teachers were concerned
about in the previous years, but students now
highlighted them a little later. It reminds us that FD
activities are a task not only for teachers, but also for
students and teachers to work on together. When it
comes to actual measures though, such issues are
considered to be the task of the committee.

The teacher's class improvement efforts were mentioned
earlier, but it may not be true that all teachers attempt to
improve without specific instructional methods or theory
in their minds. Also, in the current situation where many
university teachers have not learned how to teach, we
understand that there are many instructors who are at
loss for suitable solutions for class improvements on the
instructional method. We recognize that there is support
for sharing information in "for class improvement". We
are preparing to introduce a LMS (Learning Management
System) at our university. Questions may arise as to what
a LMS can do: can it be used for lesson improvement
guestionnaires, and can it be used for feedback on
guestionnaire results? Taking this as an opportunity, in
addition to conventional activities. The FD committee will
continuously focus on collecting and sharing information
on the use of instructional methods, such as LMS.
